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Introduction

This software is used to control the camera's functions when the Long Range Surveillance Camera SX Series is

connected via IP.

Since there is no video display function, please use monitor or VMS software separately.

Starting and Closing the Application

Note: For the camera to be connected, set the username and password beforehand.
For details on how to set the username/password, refer to SX800 Owner's Manual: IP ONVIF Connections.

1. Turn on the camera and computer.

2. Double-click SXController.exe to launch the application.
The login settings window (Login setting window) is displayed.

3. Select the camera you want to connect to from the list box and press Login.

For the first time only, click Edit button. Set the camera connection data.
CameraName: Set the desired name.
UserName: Enter the username of the camera to be connected.
Password: Enter the password of the camera to be connected.
IP Address: Enter the IP address of the camera to be connected.
Port: Enter "8081".
IP Endpoint: Enter the IP address of the client (your PC).

When you have finished typing, press Login.
